The course:

We study the science of living things. We will cover all of the major groups of living things, and what keeps them that way. The most important thing I try to stress is the ability to reason and think through problems. Science class is not just about textbook facts. We look at all of the topics and focus on how these things might directly affect their lives. I never want a student to think to themselves “what does this have to do with me” or “when will I ever need to know this?” This class is about them. 

Grades: 

Homework – 35% of their grade. There will be 2 - 4 assignments per week. Most assignments are begun in class and can be finished there if they try. This is the most important part of their grade.

Tests - 30% of their grade. These will come at the end of each topic that we

 cover. 


Labs - 25% of their grade We will have several different types of activities that 

qualify as labs. 


Quizzes - 5% of their grade. There will be pop and non-pop varieties.  


Notebook - 5% of their grade. They have notebook checks every two weeks.


There is a folder on the back table that lists all of the assignments we have done during class. If a student is absent, all they have to do is look at the folder to see what they missed. Any materials which they were absent for can be picked up on that same table. They need to keep their folder up to date with all of this work. This is to help keep them organized and prevent them from losing study materials


This is a class, which anyone who chooses to can succeed at. I will help in any way possible to make sure that a student reaches their goal.
